To earn your Idaromer Badge, a couple or single will carry this form and have it signed
and dated by the Federated club caller, Master of Ceremonies or, at a Federation Dance,

by a person at the registration desk.

Upon compiling 1000 points, present this form to the presiding officer of any Federation
meeting, and receive your badge.

For a family group, the couple carries one form and each of the children carries his own.

Point System: Points
Visiting an out of area (I, I, I1I, IV, or V) for couple or single 100

By a square or more 300
Attending a State Festival (part, or entire Festival) 100

If the Festival is not in your Area 300
Attending a State Board Meeting (part or all sessions) 100
Attending a State Board (Federation) Dance 100
Attending any special dance designed to promote square dancing: 100

such as: exhibitions and demonstration before a non-square
dancing audience. (does not include assisted living or nursing
homes for entertainment of residents)
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
